What makes uniqug
the message of Fatima is its universal appealddresses and solves the prg
blems of the individuals, of the nations, and & @hurch. It is a solid blueprint|
for life. It cries out to be put into practice fibre preservation of the entire worlg
and for the salvation of the souls.

"Sacrifice yourselves for sinners, and say manesinespecially whenever yoy
make some sacrifice: O Jesus, it is for the lov&ude, for the conversion of
sinners, and in the reparation for the sins conewhitigainst the Immaculatg
Heart of Mary"... "The war is going to end; bup#ople do not cease offending
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God, a worse one will break out during the porgiicof Pius XI."

Pope Pius Xl did not make the consemmawvhich Our Lady had asked
Lucia to make known. Pius XII in his turn did n@insecrate Russia in the origi
nal form, he consecrated the whole world to the dmontate Heart of Mary with
a particular mention of Russia. Pope Pius XlI dinsthing similar in 1942,
and later consecrated the Russian people in 13§ Bohn Paul Il consecrated
the world to the Immaculate Heart of Mary in diffat occasions, without expli-
cit mention of Russia.

Keep praying for the Holy Father, alomigh all the bishops of the
world, to consecrate Russiccording to Our Lady's request. In that gloriod
day, the true Europe will rise again under the leamf Christ the King and Ma-
ry our Queen! But at the risk of irritating some raf readers, | must remind
you, dear friends, that, when all is said and daue,primary responsibility is
not the conversion of Russia or the prevention ofldvwars, not even the glo-
bal resurrection of Christendom. Our first dutytéswork for the salvation of
that little world within ourselves over which, witBod’s help, we must exercise
control, and for which we shall one day have todegnan account to God in
judgment. What will it profit us, even if Russiadsnverted and an era of peac
be granted to humanity, if we have failed in theagrwork for which we were
created, the salvation of our own immortal soulg? Us start therefore with a
true personal conversion of heart, a task for every
day of our lives. The rest is in Mother Mary's
hands.
